Legislative Decree No. (26) of 2021 amending some provisions of Legislative Decree No. (30) of 2009 regarding the Bahrain Chamber for Economic, Financial, and Investment Dispute Resolution 


We, Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
Having reviewed the Constitution, especially Article (38) thereof; 
Commercial Companies Law promulgated by Legislative Decree No. (21) of 2001, as amended; 
Legislative Decree No. (30) of 2009 regarding the Bahrain Chamber for Economic, Financial, and Investment Dispute Resolution, as amended by Legislative Decree No. (64) of 2014; 
And the Reorganization and Bankruptcy Law promulgated by Legislative Decree No. (22) of 2018, as amended by Legislative Decree No. (25) of 2020; 
And upon the submission of the Prime Minister; 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers, 
Hereby Decree the following Law: 
Article One: 
The texts of Articles (9) and (31) of Legislative Decree No. (30) of 2009 regarding the Bahrain Chamber for Economic, Financial, and Investment Dispute Resolution shall be replaced with the following texts: 
Article (9): 
“Without prejudice to any competence of the Chamber in any other law, the Chamber shall have jurisdiction to settle the following disputes originally within the jurisdiction of Bahrain courts or other entities having judicial jurisdiction, for cases in which the value of the claim exceeds five hundred thousand dinars, except for cases of reorganization and bankruptcy: 
1- Disputes among financial institutions licensed according to the provisions of the Law of Central Bank of Bahrain or between these institutions and other institutions, companies, and individuals. 
2- International Commercial Disputes. The dispute is international if the location of one of the parties to the dispute, or the place where a significant part of the obligations arising from the commercial relationship is executed, or the place with which the subject matter of the dispute is closely related, is located outside the Kingdom. The dispute is commercial if its subject matter is related to relations of a commercial nature, whether contractual or non-contractual, including any transaction for the supply or exchange of goods or services, distribution agreements, commercial representation or commercial procuration, management of rights with third parties, purchasing leasing, construction of factories, consulting services, engineering works, issuance of licenses. Investment, finance, banking, insurance, exploitation agreement or concession, associated enterprises, other forms of industrial or commercial cooperation, and transportation of goods or passengers by air, sea or land. 
3- Disputes between commercial companies licensed under the provisions of Commercial Companies Law promulgated by Legislative Decree No. (21) of 2001. The dispute is between commercial companies if the dispute is between one commercial company and another over the obligations arising from their commercial relationship. 
Article (31) 
“A judge is delegated by a decision of the Supreme Judicial Council to issue orders and decisions necessary to proceed with dispute settlement procedures that require judicial intervention during the period between the submission of the dispute to the Chamber and the constitution of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal. This includes provisional, temporary and urgent requests, suspension of the case by agreement, cancellation of the case, and deciding on fees and expenses in accordance with a resolution agreement reached during the lawsuit management stage. 
The orders and decisions issued by the Deputed judge are considered as orders and decisions issued by the Dispute Resolution Tribunal, without prejudice to the competence of the Tribunal in considering such requests. 
The person concerned may appeal against the decision before the judge who issued it, or before the Dispute Resolution Tribunal after its constitution, as the case may be. The decision issued in the grievance is final and not subject to appeal in any way. The regulations and rules of procedures shall specify the provisions regulating the grievance and deciding on it. 
Article Two 
The Prime Minister and the ministers - each within his jurisdiction- shall implement this Law, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
