Legislative Decree No. (64) of 2014 amending some provisions of Legislative Decree No. (30) of 2009 regarding the Bahrain Chamber for Economic, Financial, and Investment Dispute Resolution 


We, Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
Having reviewed the Constitution; 
Cassation Court Law promulgated by Legislative Decree No. (8) of 1989, as amended; 
And Legislative Decree No. (30) of 2009 regarding the Bahrain Chamber for Economic, Financial, and Investment Dispute Resolution. 
And upon the submission of the Prime Minister, 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers; 
Hereby Decree the following Law: 
Article One 
The texts of Articles (13) and (14) of Legislative Decree No. (30) of 2009 regarding the Bahrain Chamber for Economic, Financial, and Investment Dispute Resolution shall be replaced with the following texts: 
Article (13): 
a) The parties to a dispute that have been considered before the Chamber in accordance with the provisions of this Chapter may appeal before the Court of Cassation, requesting the annulment of the judgement issued by the Dispute Resolution Tribunal in any of the following cases: 
1) Failure to properly disclose the appointment of a member of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal or the procedures of dispute resolution, or failure to enable the party to present their defence. 
2) Violation of the formation of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal or its procedures as stipulated in the regulations. 
3) Conflict of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal’s judgement with the public order in the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
4) If the litigant or his representative commits an act of trickery or fraud liable to have a bearing on the judgement of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal. 
5) If, after the Dispute Resolution Tribunal judgement, an acknowledgement of the forgery of the documents on which it was based are admitted or ruled to have been forged, or if the judgement was based on the false testimony of a witness, it shall be considered after its issuance that it is a false testimony. 
6) If, after the Dispute Resolution Tribunal's judgement is issued, the litigant acquires documents with a deciding influence on the lawsuit that his litigant had prevented from being submitted. 
7) If the judgement of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal includes something that was not requested by the parties or more than what they requested, provided that it is possible to separate the decisions related to what the parties requested from other decisions, only the part of the judgement that includes the decisions related to the matters that were not requested by the parties or more than what they requested shall be annulled. 
8) If the judgement of the Dispute Resolution Tribunal contradicts a previous judgement that has the force of res judicata, provided that all litigants in both lawsuits are the same and the subject matter of the lawsuits is identical. 
b) The disputing parties that has been considered before the Chamber in accordance with the provisions of this Chapter may appeal before the Court of Cassation against final judgement that end the dispute issued by the Dispute Resolution Tribunal if the appealed judgement is based on a violation of the law, an error in its application, or interpretation. If the court rules to annul the appealed judgement, it shall rule on the subject matter of the lawsuit. 
Article (14): 
The appeal provided for in Article (13) of this Law shall be lodged under the usual conditions for filing a lawsuit within forty-five days from the date of issuance or announcement of the judgement, depending on the circumstances. This period shall be calculated regarding the cases stipulated in clauses (4) to (6) of Paragraph (a) of Article (13) of this Law from the first day on which the fraud appeared, or the day on which the forgery was acknowledged or a judgement was rendered confirming it, or a judgement was issued regarding false testimony, or the day on which the detained document emerged. 
The appeal statement must include the grounds for the appeal; otherwise, it shall be considered invalid. The appellant must deposit, upon submitting the appeal statement, a sum equivalent to one percent of the amount awarded or one hundred thousand dinars, whichever is less, as a guarantee. The appeal statement shall not be accepted if it is not accompanied by evidence of the deposit of the guarantee. A single guarantee deposit is sufficient in the case of multiple appellants if they submit their appeal in a single statement, even if the grounds for the appeal differ. The court shall order the seizure of the guarantee or part thereof if it rules to reject, not accept, or dismiss the appeal. 
Article Two 
The Prime Minister and the ministers- each within his jurisdiction- shall implement this Law, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
