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Legislative Decree No. (70) of 2014 Amending Some Provisions of Legislative Decree No. (5) of 2002 regarding the Approval of Accession to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women 


We, Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
Having reviewed the Constitution; 
Legislative Decree No. (5) of 2002 approving the accession to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women; 
And the Law No. (15) of 2010 approving the amendment of paragraph (1) of Article (20) of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women; 
And upon the submission of the Prime Minister, 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers; 
Hereby Decree the following Law: 
Article One 
The text of Article two of Legislative Decree No. (5) of 2002 approving the accession to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women is replaced with the following text: 
Article Two: 
Kingdom of Bahrain reserves the texts of paragraphs (2) of Article (9) and (1) of Article (29) of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women. 
Article Two 
A new article is added to Legislative Decree No. (5) of 2002 approving the accession to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, numbered as the second (bis), with the following text: 
Article Two (bis): 
Kingdom of Bahrain is committed to implementing the provisions of Articles (2), (15) paragraph (4) and (16) of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women without violating the provisions of the Islamic law. 
Article Three 
The Prime Minister and the ministers - each within his jurisdiction - shall implement this Law, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
