Royal Order No. (57) of 2018 Amending Certain Provisions of Royal Order No. (59) of 2014 Determining the Regulations for Appointing Members of the Shura Council
We, Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of the Kingdom of Bahrain.
Having reviewed the Constitution, in particular Articles (52) and (53) thereof,
Law No. (26) of 2005 regarding Political Associations, amended by Law No. (34) of 2014 and Law No. (13) of 2016,
And Royal Order No. (59) of 2014 Determining the Regulations for Appointing Members of the Shura Council,
Hereby Ordered:
Article One
A new Clause (3) shall be added to Article One of Royal Order No. (59) of 2014 Determining the Regulations for Appointing Members of the Shura Council, which reads as follows:
"3- Must not be belong to any political association."
Article Two
This Order shall come into force from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
