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Ministry of Youth and Sport Affairs 
Decision No. (54) of 2021 on amending some of the Provisions of Decision No. (2) of 2018 regarding the Model Regulation of the Statute of Youth Empowerment Centres and Youth Bodies Supervised by the Ministry of Youth and Sport Affairs 
Minister of Youth and Sport Affairs: 


Having reviewed the Law of the Associations, Social and Cultural Clubs, and Private Bodies Working in the Field of Youth and Sports and Private Institutions promulgated by the Legislative Decree No. (21) of 1989, as amended; 
And Decision No. (2) of 2018 regarding the Model Regulation of the Statute of Youth Empowerment Centres and Youth Bodies Supervised by the Ministry of Youth and Sport Affairs, as amended; 
And upon the submission of the Acting Undersecretary, 
Hereby Decides: 
Article one 
The text of the first Paragraph of Article (50) from the Model Regulation of the Statute of Youth Empowerment Centres and Youth Bodies accompanying Decision No. (2) of 2018, shall be replaced with the following text: 
“The Board of Directors members shall meet at least four times a year or whenever necessary upon the invitation of the Secretary of the Board or his representative at least one week prior to the meeting date, provided that the invitation is accompanied by the meeting agenda and the meeting reports. Invitations to the meeting may be sent via any electronic means adopted by the Competent Department like Email, and the Board may meet over any electronic means adopted by the Competent Department provided that it fulfils the purpose of the meeting”. 
Article Two 
A third Paragraph shall be added to Article (23) from the Model Regulation of the Statute of Youth Empowerment Centres and Youth Bodies accompanying Decision No. (2) of 2018, and new Articles shall be added under (23) bis, (31) bis, and (51) bis to the same Regulation, the texts of which shall be as follow:  
Article (23) Third Paragraph: 
Invitations may be sent to members to attend the meeting over any electronic means adopted by the Competent Department like Email using to the data they provided the centre with, provided that they are accompanied by the meeting agenda and the documents specified in Article (24) from this Regulation.  
Article (23) bis: 
The General Assembly shall be held at the centre’s headquarter. And the Board of Directors may call for a meeting with the General Assembly in any different place provided that it is specified in the invitation. The General Assembly and upon the approval of the Ministry, may be held over any electronic means adopted by the Competent Department provided that it fulfils the purpose of the meeting.  
Article (31) bis: 
Taking into account the provisions of Article (31) from this Regulation, Voting at the General Assembly may be conducted, upon the approval of the Ministry, through any electronic means adopted by the Competent Department, who shall in turn verify the identity of members. 
Article (51) bis: 
The Board of Directors shall utilize the electronic application used by the Competent Department, while the Secretary shall take charge of submitting all reports, uploading all files, and documenting the decisions and directions of the President and members of the Board through this application. 
Article three 
This Decision shall be published in the Official Gazette and shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication.
