The Government of the Kingdom of Bahrain and the Austrian Federal Government
hereinafler referred to as “Contracting Parties™. Being Pmties to the Comveation on
International Civil Avistion opensd for signature at Chicago cn 7° December 1944;

Desiring 10 promote an intamational aviation system based on competitioa among sirlives
in the marketplace with minimum govemment interference and regulation;

Desiring to facilitate tha expansion of interational air sarvices opportunities,
Recognizing the efficiant and competitive intemational air services ephance trada, the
welfare of consumers, and economic growth;

Desiring to make it possible foc airlines to affer the travelling aad shipping public a vazisty
of services options, and wishing to encoursge individual airlines to develop and implement
jmovative and competitive prices; and

Desiring o ensure the highest degree of safety and security in international air secvices and
reaffirming their grave concem about acts or threats against the security of aircraft, which

jeopardize the safety of persons or propesty, adversely affect the operation of air services,
and undermine public confidencs in the saféty of civi] aviation.

Have apreed as follows:
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ARTICIR1
DEFINTTIONS

For the purpose of this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

a) The term “the Convention™ means the Convention on International Civil Aviation,
apesed for signature at Chicego on the seventh day of December 1944, and includes
all snnexes adopted under Article 90 of that Convention and any amendment of the
mumammdammmmm{a)Mma:ummmw
and amendments are applicable for both Contracting Parties;

b) The term “acronautioal authorities” means in the case of the Government of the Kingdom of
Bahrain , the Civil Avistion Affairs and, in the case of the Austrian Federal Government the
Federal Ministry for Transport, Innovation and Technology, ot, in both cases any person or
Mymmhmﬂudbmﬁrnmﬁmwwnmmmmhyﬂmm
mentioned suthoritiag or similar functions;

¢) ‘Ihterm“ugrned services” means scheduled intemational air services on the route(s)
specified in the Annex to this agreement for the transport of passcngers, baggage cargo sod
mail: .

d) The term “designated airline” means any sirline, which has been designated and suthorized
in accordance with Article 4 of this Agrsement; _

¢) The term “texritory™ has the specified meaning assigned o in Artielo 2 of the Convention;

f) The terms “air service”, “international air service”, “airline” sad “stop for non-traffic
purposos™ have the meanings assigned o them in Article 96 of the Convention;

g) The term “specified route™ means a route spocifiad in the Annex to this Agreement;

h) Theé term “capacity” in relation {0 an aircraft means the payload of that aircraft available on g
routs or section of a route, end in relation to an “agreed service® means the capacity of the
sircraft used on mch service, multiplied by the frequency operated by such aircraft over a
given period on a route or section of a route;

i) The term “tariff” mntus the prices to be paid for the carrisge of passengers, baggage and
cargo and the conditions under which thege prices apply, meluding commission chargss and
other additional remuneration for agency or sale of ransportation documents but excluding
remuneration and conditions for the carriege of mail.

i) 'Ihem“.m” means the Annex to the Agreement as amendad. The Annex forms an
integral part of the Agreement and all references to the Agreement shall inchude reference to
the Annex except where otherwise provided.
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ARTICLE
APPLICABILITY OF THE CONVENTION

The provisicns of the Agreement shall be subject to the provisions of the Conveation insofar
as those provisions are spplicable to international air services,

. ARTICLES3
GRANTS OF RIGHTS

1.  Bach Contracting Party prants to the other Contracting Party the rights specified in this
Agreement for the purposs of opersting intemationsl air services on the routes
specified in the Route Schedule.

2. Subjecttothe mn\dmbu of this Agreement, the airline(s) desipnated by each Comcunc
Party shall enjoy ths following rights :

a) the right to fly without landing across the territory of the other Contracting Party ;

b) the right to make stops in the territory of the ather Contracting Party for non-traffic
purpose;

¢) while operating an agreed service an a specified route, the privilsge to make stops in
the temitory of the other Contracting Party at the points specified for that routs in the
Schedule for the purposes of discharging and of taking :on- international traffic in
passengers, cargo and mail separately or in combinations.

d) the rights otherwise specified in this Agreement.

3. The airlines of each Comtracting Party, other than those designated under Asticle 4
(Designation and athorization of 2irlines) of this Agreement, shall also enjoy the
rights specified in paragraphs (2) (a) and (2) (b) of this Article.

4.  Nothing in paragraph (2) shall be deemed to confer on the dosignated airline(s) of one
Contracting Party the privilegs of taking on board, in the territory of the other
Contracting Party, passengers, cargo and mail for remuneration and destined for
another point in the territory of the other Contracting Party.
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ARTICLE ¢
DESIGNATION AND REVOCATION

1. Each Contrasting Party shall have the right to designate in writing to the other
Contracting Party an airline or airlinas for the purpese of operating the agreed
servioes on the specified routes and to withdraw the desipnation of any airline or to
substitute another airline for one previously designated.

2. Such desigoation ghall be effectzd by virme of written notification between the
asronautical suthorities of both Contrasting Parties.

3. The acronautical suthorities of one Coutracting Party may require the aidine
designated by the other Contrsoting Pasty to prove that it is qualified to fulfill the
conditions prescribed under the laws and regulations applicd to the aperation of
xmmmmwmm:mmmm&wmmcpm{mw

Convention.

4. Onreceipt of such desigaation the acropawtical authority of the other Contracting
Party shall grant the appropriate authorization and permissions with minimum
proseducal delay, provided:

(2) In the case of an sixline designated by the Austrian Federal Government:

(i)  itis establiched in the territory of the Republic of Austria under the Treaty
establishing the European Community and has a valid Operating Licence in
accordance with European Comnunity law;

() effective ragulatory contre] of the airline is exarcised and maintained by the
Eurcpean Commumity Member Stale respansible for issuing its Air
Operator’s Certificate and the relevant aeronautical suthority is clearly
identiied in the dasignation; and

(i) the alrline is owned direotly or thmugh majority ownership and it is
effectively controlied by Member States of the European Community and/or
by nafionsls of such states.

(b) In the cass of an airline designated by the Govemment of the Kingdom of
Bahrain: '

(i) itishstablin]ndtnﬁmtcaﬁtmyameiqgﬁomndeminandhmavdid
Operating Licence in accordance with Bahraini law;

(i) the Kingdom of Bahrain exercises and maintaing effective regulatory control
of the airing; and '
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(ii) the airline is owned direetly or through majority ownership snd it is
effectively controlled by the Kingdom of Bahrain and/or by its nationals.

Rither Conftracting Parry may revoke, suspma or limit the operating autharization
or technical permissions of an airline designated by the other Contracing Party
where: ’

() In the case of an airline designated by the Austrisn Federal Goverament:

@ 1t is not established in the tarritary of the Republic of Anstria under the
Treaty establishing the European Community or does not have a valid
Opensting Licence in accordance with Buropean Commumity law; .

(i)  affective regulatory control of the sirline ia nat exexcised or aot maintained
by the Buropean Commusity Member Stats responsible for issuing its Air
Opentor’s Certificate or the relevant aeronautical authority is not clearly
identified in the desipmation; or

(ii) the airline is not owned directly or through majarity ownership and it is not
affectively controlled by Member States of the Buropean Community snd/or
by nationais of such states.

gb)fnﬂ:eoasnofmaiﬂincdeﬁmadhyﬁeﬂwmuu&tbei{ingdom of

@) it is not established in the teritory of the Kingdom of Babrain or does not
have a valid Operating Licance in acoordance with Bshraini law;

() effective regulatory contro] of the airline is not exercised or not maintained
by the Kingdom of Bahrain; or

(iii) the airline is not owned directly or through majority ownarship and it is not
effectively controlled by the Kingdom of Bahrain and/or by its nationals.

Reference in this Agresment to mationals of the Republic of Austia shall be
understood as referring to nationals of European Community Member States,

When an airline has been so designared and authorized in accordance with this
Article, it may at any time begin to operate the agreed servites, in sccordance with
the provisions of the present Agreement.
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ARTICLE §
EXEMPTION FROM CUSTOMS AND OTHER DUTIRS

Almnﬁopmadnnmtmnumnl services by the airline(s) designated by cach
Contracting Party, as well as their repular equipruent, supplies of fuel and lubricants
and the aircrafl stores (ineluding food, beverages- and tobagco) on board such aircraft
shall be exempt from all customs duties, inspection fees and other duties or taxes on
arriving in the territory of the other Contracting Party, provided such equipment and
supplies remain on board the aircraft up to such time as they are re-exported.

In addition, the following shall also be exempt from the same duties and taxes with
the exception of charges corresponding to the servioe performed:

(a) sireraft stores taken on board in the temitory of either Contracting Party,
within limits fixed by the appropriete authorities of said Contracting Party,
and for use on board the aircraft engaged on a specified route of the other
Contracting Party;

®) spare parts entered into the territory of either Contracting Party for the
maimi=pancs or repair of aircraft used on # specified route by the designated
sirline(s) of the other Contracting Party;

(0) fuel and lubrioants destined to supply aircraft operated on a speoified route
by the designated airlina(s) of the other Comtracting Party, even if these
supplies arc to be used on the part of the joumey performed over the
territory of the Contracting Party in which they are taken on board, -

Materials referred 10 in sub-paragraphs (a), (b)md(c) above may be required to be
kept under customs supervision or control.

The regular airbomne equipment, as well as the materials and supplics retained on
board the sircraft of either Contracting Party may be unloaded in the territory of the
other Contracting Party only with the approval of the customs authorities of that
Caontracting Party. Ia such cass, they may be placed under the supervision of the said
authorities up to such time as they are re-exported or otherwise disposed of in
accordance with customs regulationa.

However, nothing in this Agreement shall prevent the Republic of Austria from
imposing, on a non-discriminatory basis, taxes, levies, dutics, feas or sharges on fhsl
supplied in ity territory for use in an aircraft of a designated air carrier of the
Kingdom of Bahrain that operates between 2 point in the territory of the Republic of
Augstria and another point in the territery of the Ropublic of Austria or in the tervitory
of another European Community Member Stata.
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ARTICLE 6
TRANSPORT TARIFFS

Tariffs for international sir transport operaied pursuant to this Agreement may be
required to be filed with the aeronsutical authorities of either Contracting Party.

Intsrvention by the seronautical authorities shall be limited especially to:
(@)  preventing unreasonably discriminatory tariffs or practices;

Gi) mﬁncmmﬁmhdﬂ‘:thna::emnblyhishor
unreasonsbly restrictive due sither to the abuse of & dominant position or to
concerted practices among air carriers; and

(it) protecting afrlines from tariffs that are antificially Jow because of direct or
indirect governmeatal subsidy or support.

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Article the teriffs o be chargad by the zir

carrjers designated by the Government of the Kinpdom of Balwain for carriage

wholly within the Burcpean Community shall be subject to Buropean Community
law.
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ARTICLE 7
CAPACITY REGULATIONS

Bach Contracting Party shall allow fair and equal opportunity for the designated
airlines of both Contracting Parties to compets in providing the interational air
transport governad by this Agreement,

Each Contracting Party shall allow sach designated airline to determiné the
frequency and capacity of the international air transport it offers based upon
commersial considerations in the marketplace. Consistent with this right, neithes
Contracting Party shall wnilaterally limit ths volume of traffic, frequency or
regularity of ssrvice, or the aireraft type or types operated by the airlines designated
by the other Contracting Paty, excapt as may be required for customs, technical,
oparational or eavironmental reasons under umiform conditions consistent with
Article 15 of the Convention. ' '

Airlines designated by a Contracting Party may be required to submit their flight
schodules for approval to the neronautical authorities of the other Contracting Party
at Jeast thirty (30) days before the proposed date of their introduction. In special
cases this time limit may be seduced subject to the consant of the said autharitics.
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ARTICLEB
APPLICABILITY OF LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The laws and regulations of one Contracting Party shall apply to the navigation
and operation of the aircraft of the airline(s) designated by the other Contracting
Party during entry into, flying over, stsy in and departure from the lerritory of the
first Contracting Party.

The lsws and regulatioas of one Contracting Party governing entry into, stay in

and departure from its territory of passengers, crew, cargo or mail such ‘as

formalitics regarding entry, exit, cmigrtion, immigration, customs, health and

quarantine shall apply to passenpers, crew, cargo and mail carried by sircraft of

Each Contrasting Party shall, upon request, supply to the gtherConuacﬁn,ngy
copies of the relevant laws and regulations referred to in this article

ARTICLE9
RECOGNITION OF CERTIFICATES AND LICENCES

Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licenses issued or
rendered vilid by one Contracting Party, and still in force, shall be recognized es
valid by the othar Contracting Party for the purpose of operating the routes and
services provided for in this Agreement, providad that the requirements under
Which certificates or licenses were issued or rendered vélid are equal to or above
the minimom standards which are or may be established pursuant to the
Comrvention.

Bach Contracting Party reserves the right, to refuse 1o recognize, for the purpose
of flights above its own territory, oettificates of competency and lioenses granted
m:uommwwmdm&mmwmmmmstm
by sny other State.
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ARTICLE )G
AVIATION SAFETY

Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time concoming safety
standardg in any area relating to aircrew, aircraft or their operation adopted by the
other Contracting Party. Such consultations shall take place within thirty (30)
days of that request. ) '

If, following such consultations, onz Contracting Party finds that the other
Contracting Party does not effectively maintain and administer safety standards in
sny such area that are at least equal to the minimum standards established at that
time pursuant to the Convention, the first Contracting Party shall notify the other
Contracting Party of thoss findings and the steps considared necessary to conform
with those minimum standards, and that other Contracting Party shall take
appropriate corrective sction. Failure by fhe other Contracting Party to take
sppropriate action within 15 days or such longer pediod as may be agreed, shall be
grounds for the spplication of paragraph (5) of Article 4 of fhis Agreement
(revocation, suspension and varistion of operating authorisations),

Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Articls 33 of the Conveption it is
agreed that any aircraft operated by or, under a lease arrangement, on behalf of
the airline ar airlines of one Contracting Party on secvices to or from the temifory .
of the other Contracting Party may, whils within the territory of the other
Contracting Party, be made the subject of an examination by the suthorised
representatives of the other Contracting Party, on board and around the airoraft to
check both the validity of the aircraft documents and those of its crew and the
apparent condition of the aircraft and its equipment (in this Article called “ramp |
inspection”), provided this does not lead to unreasonable delay.

If any such ramp inspection or series of ramp inspections gives rise to:

2) serious concemns that an aircraft or thie operation of an aircraft does not
comply with the minimim standards established at that tima pursuant to the
Conveation, or

b) serious concerns that there is a lsck of cffective mainteasnce and
administration of safoty standards established at thiat time pursvant to the
Canvention,

tae Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the purposes of Article
33 of the ‘Convention, be fres to conclude that the requirements under which the
certificate or licsnces in respect of that sireraft or in respeot of the ew of that
sireraft had been fssued or rendered valid, or that the requirements under which
that aircra®t is operated are not equal to or sbove the minimum standards

established pursuant to the Convention.
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In the eveat that access for the purpose of undestaking a ramp inspection of an
aircraft operaed by or on behalf of the airline or airlines of one Contracting Party in
accordance with paragraph (3) sbove is denied by s representative of that sirline or
airlines, the other Contracting Party shall be free 1o infer that serious concemns of the
type referred to in paragraph (4) above arise and draw the conclusions refemed 10 in

that paragraph.

Each Contresting Party raseaves the right to suspmdorvuylheopmung
authorisation of an airline or airlines of the other Contracting Party immediately in
the event the first Contracting Party concludes, whether as a rasult of & ramp
inspection, a serizs of ramp inspections, a denial of sccess for ramp inspestion,
consuitation or otherwise, that immediate action is cssential to the safety of an

airline operation.

Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs (2) or (6) above
shall be discontinued once the basis for the taking of that action ceases to exist.

Where the Republie of Avstria has designated an airline whose regulatory control is
exercised and muaintained by another European Communify Member State, the
rights of the other Contracting Party undor this Article shall apply equally in respect
of the adoption, exarcise or maintanance of safety standards by that other European
Commueity Member State snd in respect of the operating authorisstion of that
m.im.. -
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ARTICLE1] -
AVIATION SECURITY

Consistent with their rights end obligations under intemational law, the Contracting
Partics reaffinn that their obligation to each other to protect the security of civil
aviation against acts of unlawful interference forme an integral part of this
Agreement.

The Contractng Parties shall in particular act in conformity with the provisions of
the Convention on Offeaces and Certain Otber Acts Committad on Board Aireraft,
signed at Tokyo on September 14, 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of -
Unlawfisl Seizure of Aircraft, signed at The Hague on December 16, 1970, the
Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against the Safiaty of Civil
Avintion, signed at Montreal on September 23, 197] and the Protocal for the
Suppression of Unlawful Acts of Violenee at Airports Serving Intemational Civil
Aviation, signed at Moatreal an February 24, 1988, the Convention on Marking of
Plastic Explosives for the Purpose of Detaction, signed at Montreal on March 1,
1991 and of any other multilateral agreement governing aviation security binding
upon both Contracting Parties.

The Contracting Partias shall provids upon request all necessary assistancs to each
ather to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft snd other unlawful asts
against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and air

navigation facilitics, and any other threat to the secarity of civil aviation, :

The Contracting Parties shall, in thair mutua! relations, act in conformity with the
aviation security provisions established by the International Civil Aviation
Organization apd designated as Annexes to the Convention to the extent that such
secyrity provisions arz applicable to the Contracting Partics; they shall require that
operators of sircraft of their registry or who have their principal place of business or
permanent residence in the tarsitory of the Contracting Payties or, in the case of the
Republic of Austria operators of aircraft which are established in its tesritory under
the Treaty establishing the Ewopsan Community and have valid Opersting
Licences in accordance with Buropean Community 1aw and the operators of sirports
in their tegritory act in conformity with such aviation security provisions.

Each Contracting Party agrees that its operstors of aircraft shall be required to
observe, for eatry into, departurs from or while within the territory of the other

. Contracting Party, avietion security provisions in conformity with the law in force

in the country, including, in the case of the Austrian Republic,
Community law. .

Each Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures are effectively spplied
within its territory to protect the aircraft and to inspect pastengers, crew, camy-on
items, baggage, oargo and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or loading.

Each Contracting Party shall also give sympathetic considerstion to any request
from the other Contracting Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a
particular threat.

When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of oivil aiveraft or
other unlawfill acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew,
airports or air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist each
other by facilitating communications and other appropriste measures intended to
terminate rapldly and safely such incident or threat thereof. .

_ WhenaCoxmdmnghnmnnnnblcgroundswbelmaﬂmﬂ:eom
Contracting Party has departed from the aviation security provisions of this Article,
the acronautical avthorities of that Confracting Party may request immedists
consultations with the acronautical authorities of the other Party. Failure to reach a
satisfactory agreement within one (1) month of the date of such request ehall
constitute grounds far application of paragraph (5) of Article 4 of this Agreement
(revocation, suspension and vatiation of operating authorisations). If required by »
sorious emergency, cither Contracting Party may take interim action prior to the
expiry of a month period.
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ARTICLE 12
COMMERCIAL ACTIVITIES

Subject to the laws and regulations of each Contracting Party, each Contracting
Party shall grant sirlines of the other Contracting Party, the rights to sell and marker
international air services and related products in its own teritory indluding the
nghutauuhhshoﬂim,bnthonliocmdoﬁ'une

Each Contracting Party shall permit airlines of the other Contracting Party to:

8)  bring into its territory and mainiain non-national personnel %o perform
managerial, commercial, technical, aparational work for the provision of air
transport services, consistent with the laws and regulations of the receiving
State concerning eniry, residence and employment; and

b)  usc the services and personnal of any other orgenization company or airline
operating in ils territory and authorized to provide such services.

Subject fo the laws and regulstions of each Contracting Party, esch Contracting
Party shall permit airlines of the other Contracting Party to psy for local expeases
in its tersitory, including purchases of fuel, in local currency ar, at the option of the
tirlines and there authorized in any freely convertible cuarency.

Each designated airline ghall have the right to provide their own ground handling
services in the teritory of the other Contracting Party or otherwise to cootract these
servioes out, in full or in part, at its optian, with any of the suppliers authorized for
the provision of such services. Where or as long as the laws and regulations
spplicable to ground handling in tha territory of one Contracting Party prevent or
limit either the freedom to contract these services out or self-handling, each
designated airlins shall be treated on 2 non-disoriminatory basis as regards their
access 1o self-bandling and ground handling services provided by a supplier or
suppliers,

Subject to the laws and regulations of sach Contracting Pasty, each Contracting
Party shall pannit sirlines of the ather Contracting Party to convert aud remit abroad
to the state of carries choics, on demand, all local revenues from the sale of air
transport services and associated activities, diveotly linked to air transport, in excess
of sums locally disbursed, with conversion and remittance permitted, promptly
without restrictions, discrinmination or lactation, in respect of thareof at the rate of
exchange applicable as of the date of the conversion and remittance,
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ARTICLE 13
CHANGE OF GAUGE

On any international segment or segments of the agrsed routes, a degignated airliné may
perform intzrnationa! treasportation without any Limitation ss to change, at any point on the
route, in type or number of aircraft operated; provided that the transportation beyond such
point is 8 continuation of the transportation from the tervitory of the Contracting Party that
bas designated the airline and, in the inbound direction, ths transportation to the territory of
the Contracting Party that has designated the airline is a contimbation of the transportation

from beyond such point.

ARTICLE 14
PROVISION OF STATISTICS

The asronausical awthorities of ¢ach Contracting Party shall provids to the acronsutical
sutharities of the other Cantracting Party at their request such periodic or other ststements
of statistics a8 may be reasonably required. Such statement shall include all information

required to determine the smount of traffic carried by those airlines on the agreed services
" and the origins and destinations of such traffic, subject to the laws and regulations of each
Contracting Party.

TICLE
CONFORMITY WITH MULTILATERAL CONVENTION

In the event of & general multilaterel air transpart convention accepted by the Confracting
Parties entering into force, the provisions of such conveation should prevail. Any
discussion m&avuwhdnmmmghmmttchhMAmentistmmmd.
supcrsedo, ameaded or supplemented by the provisions of the multilateral conveation shall
take place in accardance with the relevant Artiles of this Agresment.
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' ARTICLE 16
USER CHARGES

Each Contracting Party shall not impose or permit 1o be impesed on the designated
airines of the other Contracting Party user charges higher than those imposed on ita
own airlines operating similar international services.

Each Contracting Party shall encourage consultation on user charges betwean its
competent charging authorities and airline using the ssrvicea and facilities provided
by those charging authorities, where practicable through those airlines
Tepresentative organizations. Reasonable notics of any proposal for changes in user
charges should be given to such users 1o enable them to cxpress thair views before
changes are mads. Each Contracting Party shall further eacourage chatging
sutherities and such users 1o exchange appropriate information conoerning user
charges.

AR 17
CONSULTATIONS AND MODIFICATIONS

In 8 spirit of close co-operation, the acronsutical authorities of the Contracting
Parties shall consuit each other from time to time with & view to ensuring the
implementation of, and satisfactory compliance with, the provisions of the
Agrecment.

If either of the Contracting Parties considers it desirabls to modify any provision of
the Agresmant, it may request consultations with the other Contracting Party. Such
consultations (which may be prepared by discussions between the aeronautical
euthoritias), shall begin within a period of sixty (60) days from the date of request,
unless both Contracting Parties agree ta an extension of this pariod. Modifications
80 agreed upon shall be approved by each Contracting Party and shall entor into
force on the first day of the second month, following the date on which tha two
Contracting Parties havo notified each other by an exchange of diplomatie notes -
that the requircments for ifs entry into forcs under their respective constitutional
procedires have been fulfillad.

Modifications to the Annex shall be agreed upon berween the appropriate
authorities of the Contracting Parties and shall exter into forcs on the first day of the
sscond month, following the date on whith the two Contracting Parties have
notified each ather by an exchangs of diplomatic notes that the requirements for ita
entry info fores under their regpective constitutional procedures have been fulfilled.
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ARTICLE 18
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTE

If any dispute arises between the Contracting Partics relsting to the interpretation
or application of this Agreement, the Contracting Parties shall endeavor to settle
it by negotiation?

If the Contracting Parties fail to seach o settlement of the dispurte by negotiation,
they may agee to refer the dispute for decision to an arbitrator, or the dispute
may at the request of either Contracting Party be submitted for decision to a
tribunal of thres aybitrators, ane to be nominated by each Contracting Party and
the third to be appointed by the two so nominated. Each of the Contracting Pasties
shall nominate an arbitrator within & period of sixty (60) days from the date of
receipt by sither Contracting Party from the other of a notics through diplomatic
channels raquesting arbitration of the dispute an the third arbitrator shall be
tppointed within & firther period of sixty (60) days. If either of the Contracting
Partits fails to nominate an arbitrator within the period specified, or if the third .
arbitrator is not appointed within the period specified, the President of the
Council of the Infemational Civil Avistion Organization may af the request of
cither Contracting Party appoint an arbitratoe o arbitrators es the case requires. In
such case, the third arbitrator shall be a national of & third State, shall act as
President of the tribunal and shall determine the place where the arbitration will
be beld. If the President considers that he is a national of a stats, which camnot be
~regarded s neutral in relation to the dispute, the most senior Vice President who
is not disqualified on that ground shall maks the sppointment The arbitral
tribuns! shall reach its decision by a raajority of votes.

Each Contracting Party shall bear the costs of the arbitrator it has nominated as
well as of its representation i the arbitral proceeding. The costs of the President
and any ofher costs shal] be born in equal parts by the Contracting Parties.

The Contracting Paties undertake to comply with any decision given under
paragraph (2) of this Article.

If and as long s either Contracting Party fails to comply with any decision under
paragraph (2) of this Article, the other Confracting Party moy limit, withhold or
revoke privileges, which it has gmnted by virtuo of this agreement to the
Contracting Party in defavlt or to a designated sirline in default.
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ARTICLE19.
TERMINATION

1. BEither Contracting Party may, at any fime, give notice in writing throuph
diplomatic channels 1o the other Contracting Party of its decision to tsrminate this
Agreement. Such notice shall shmultansously be communicated to the Internationel

. Civil Aviation Organization. _

2. In such case the Agreement shall terminate twelve (12) months after the date of
receipt of the notics by the other Contracting Party, unlass the notice to tsrminats is
withdrawn by mutual sgreement before the expity of this period. In the abscnce of
acknowledgament of recaipt by the other Confracting Party, notics shall be deemed
to have reccived fourteen (14) days after the receipt of this notios by the
International Civil Aviation Organization.
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ARTICLE 20
REGISTRATION WITH ICAO

This Agreement and any amendments thereto shall be registered with' the International
Civil Aviaton Organization.
CARTICLE 2]
ENTRY INTO FORCE

This Agreemens shall enter imo force on he first day of the second momnth, following the
date op which the ™wo Contracting Parties have notified each other by an exchange of
diplomatc potes 1hat the requirements for its entry inw force under their respective
constitutional procedurcs heve been flfilled.
